INFORMATIONAL MEETINGS 
 
1.  35 Rockview Avenue – Devon Sobers to was present to request information.  Mr. 
Sobers was exploring his options for his garage which is in disrepair.  He explained his plans for 
the tearing down of the existing garage.  He showed a property survey showing where the new 
proposed garage would be at the rear of the property behind the house.  Members of the HPC 
agreed that for several reasons, including, primarily, severe structural degradation, the existing 
building would need to be demolished.  Members prefer the garage to be rebuilt rather than 
demolished without replacement due to the size of the 4 family house.  Due to significant non-
historic modifications made to the original building, members would not require the garage be 
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rebuilt exactly as existing.  The HPC would accept a garage design that includes architectural 
details from the main house and is compatible with the property and the historic district.  Mr. 
Sobers shared plans for a proposed structure.  The HPC liked some of the details but would 
prefer a much smaller garage than that proposed and would prefer the garage to be in the 
same location as the original garage but rotated to face Rockview Ave.  Mr. Sobers stated he 
would file a COA application to tear down the garage and not rebuild it.
