CONGRESSIONAL CITATION AND MAYORAL PROCLAMATION 

AT MARCH 11 COURT OF HONOR


RYAN PATRICK KENNY, son of Maria and Tim Kenny will receive Congressional and municipal recognition at an Eagle Scout Court of Honor on Sunday, March 11, 2012 at 3:30 p.m. at the North Plainfield Community Center, 614 Greenbrook Road.


As part of the event, Congressman Leonard Lance will be presenting a Congressional Citation while North Plainfield Mayor Michael Giordano Jr. will offer a Mayoral Proclamation.


Ryan has earned the internationally-known and recognized Eagle Scout Award, the highest rank bestowed upon a Boy Scout by his display of leadership, responsibility and dedication to the Scouting spirit.  In September 2000, he joined Cub Scout Pack #45 in Middlesex.  He advanced to Webelos and was awarded the Arrow of Light in February 2004, then crossed over to North Plainfield Boy Scout Troop #235.  He attained his Eagle Scout rank on October 19, 2011 after earning twenty-five merit badges and serving as Troop Instructor, Patrol Leader and Assistant Senior Patrol Leader.  He will graduate from Hunterdon Central Regional High School in June 2012, where he was involved in a range of activities including screenwriting, film and television production.


Ryan’s major Eagle Scout Project was leading other scouts and volunteers in a major landscaping project at the North Plainfield Memorial Library on Rockview Avenue (photos attached).  He, other scouts and volunteers, with the cooperation of the Library’s Director Lauren Ryan, took on the regrading of the slope, removal of existing corroded fence and railroad ties, installation of a new block curb, erosion matting, creeping thyme ground cover along with eight new shrubs and the mulching and pruning of the existing trees and shrubs – all portions of the front grounds of the Library adjacent to the parking lot.  After successfully raising $2,525 in monetary donations, he, other scouts, friends and volunteers completed the total beautification effort in July 2011.
